� All Wisconsin concealed carry                
restrictions and prohibitions still apply.  
PPA-ACT 35 does not become effective 
until November 1, 2011.  

� All firearms must be unloaded and encased 
during vehicle transport as required by     
Wisconsin State Law. 

� Firearms should be transported in a non-
passenger area of the vehicle if possible. 

� Firearm cases must be completely removed 
from the vehicle before being opened. 

� All firearms MUST REMAIN HOLSTERED at 
all times, except for what is required for     
vehicle transport. 

� Only those 18 years of age and older may 
posses a firearm. 

� ALL firearm safety rules MUST be followed. 

� If somebody says, “Can I see your firearm?” 
simply turn and show them your holstered 
firearm.   

DO NOT REMOVE FROM HOLSTER! 

� Please leave long guns at home. 

� No alcohol or drugs permitted.
